MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

Batumi Art Teaching University represented by its Rector, Professor Ermile MESKHIA and Avrasya
University represented by its Rector, Professor Askin ASAN hereafter referred to as “parties”, in order to
develop and expand the relationship taking into consideration mutual interests in scientific and academic
collaboration hereby agree on following:

The parties promote the development of relationship and implement cooperation in the sphere of
education and science.
The collaboration between the parties shall be implemented in the following spheres:
Exchange faculty and reserachers;

Organize joint research projects, including conferences, meetings and seminars;
Share and exchange educational, scientific and methodological literature;
Implement internship for students at parties bases;
Share and exchange information and publications;
Implement joint Summer School and other activities;
¢ Share and exchange experince of educational and scientific-research management;
Both parties will designate a representative, who will work for implementing ctivities and programs
envisagned in the memorandum. The representative should also settle the issue connected with the visits
of the parties.
Any disputes arise during the implementation of any negotiated activities will be settled with the help of
consultation and negotation between parties.
Amendments to this memorandum can be made upon mutual agreement between the parties.
The memorandum enters into force on the day of its signing.
The parties have right to terminate the memoranbdum through a written notice sent to the other side
within a period of six months prior.
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
