2. Subject
2.1. Spheres of cooperation include following types
of activities in the field of art, but it is not limited to
it:

1) To initiate common projects, including
international joint studies, experience exchange and
collaborative development of research topics.

2) To cooperate in developing educational
innovations by working together to create new
methods of teaching and studying.

3) To organize and participate in joint academic
projects, such as conferences, master classes and
workshops.

4) To develop and participate in student
exchange programs.

3.2.  The realization of any type of cooperation in
the framework of the present Memorandum depends
on the opportunity of resources and financial aid of
the parties agreeably.
3.3. Al financial matters in the framework of
cooperation Parties solve by making separate
| confracts and agreements signed by authorized
representatives of the Parties.

4. Duration
4.1, The present agreement will have 5 (five) years
duration from the date it is signed. Its duration
extends automatically for the following 5 (five)
years, if none of the Parties speak out in opposition
to termination of the Memorandum no later than 6
(six) months before its termination.

5. Other conditions

5.1.  The present Memorandum may be modified

and may be complemented by mutual agreement of

' the parties by signing additional agreements, which
| will be its essential part and organized properly and
| signed by Parties” authorized persons.

5.2, The reschution of any disputes and
controversies between parties on issues related to the
scope of the Present Memorandum will be solved by
negotiation and consultancy between Parties.
Dispute and controversy resolution procedures,
arising while executing the contact (agreement),
formed for conducting projects within the frame of
the present Memorandum, constituted by contracts
(agreements).
